Choice novel projects

Collage Project

1.  Make a collage of a major theme from the book.  Use clippings from magazines, newspapers, etc.  You should include at least 5 different clips.  On the back, explain in one paragraph what theme you are representing and what it has to do with your novel.  (15 points)
2.  Make a collage for one of the major characters in the book.  Use clippings from magazines, newspapers, etc.  You should include at least 5 different clips.  On the back, explain in one paragraph how your collage accurately portrays that particular character.  (15 points)
3.  Make a collage that accurately portrays your recommendation of the book.  Use clippings from magazines, newspapers, etc.  You should include at least 5 different clips.  On the back, explain your recommendation.  (10 points)

4.  Presentation- Spoke clearly and made eye contact.  (10 points)

The Container Project

1.  The Outside- Choose a container that would represent your book.  Decorate the container with details appropriate to the book or the container's contents.  Make sure it is attractive!  (5 points)

2.  The Inside- The inside of the container should include the following materials pertaining to the book: 

*Questions - Write 5 questions that could be answered by reading the book.  Three of the questions should 

be easier questions with answers that are obvious simply by reading the book.  The other two questions should be harder questions with answers that require more thinking and interpretation.  (10 points)
*Five items that depict the story in some way.  These items may be actual items or items that you create yourself.  A typed paragraph must accompany each item that explains why that item is significant to the novel or one of the characters in the novel. (20 points)
*A paragraph stating your recommendation of the book. (5 points)
3.  Presentation- Spoke clearly and made eye contact.  (10 points)

Character Scrapbook

Create a scrapbook for the main character in your novel.  The scrapbook should contain a front and back cover.
1. The scrapbook should be at least 5 pages in length.  Each page should contain an item that would be so important to your character that he/she would want to keep it.  Possible items for the scrapbook that you could create are the following:  pictures, postcards, letters, notes, newspaper clippings, wrappers, ticket stubs, etc. (10 points)
2. Below each item in the scrapbook, a paragraph explanation should be given as to why this item would be of importance to your character.  You do not have to type your explanations; they may be neatly written in ink. (25 points)
3. On the inside of the back cover of your scrapbook, you need to write a paragraph stating your recommendation of the book. (5 points)
4. Presentation- Spoke clearly and made eye contact. (10 points)
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
